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Reports from Commissions

General Statemants ()

Prof. Jarosz, Vice President, Australia

Successful work of the Presidium depends on its conjunction with national or international
conferences. The Presidium members are not enthusiastic about organizational matters. This year
the event with the participation of more than 100 people has been held in China. In China two
more meetings are being organized to be held in conjunction with the Chinese Mine Surveyors
Association Meeting in October at the University of Mining and Technology. It is necessary to
attract more representatives with presentations from the outside rather than to hold
organizational Commission meetings.

Prof. Popov, Russia

He says that the work of the commissions is coordinating in all fields - science, education, etc. The
commission members may not meet but work in their own countries. He gives an example of
Russia’s transition to training mining engineers instead of following the Bologna agreement —
Bachelor’s degree and Master’s degree programs. This means that Commission 1 has worked well
but provided little information.

Commiission 1 (Dr. Schulte, Germany)

The most recent meeting of the commission was held in May 2011, in Freiberg (together with
Commissions 2, 3, 4, 5). The meeting scheduled to be held in September 2012 in Yekaterinburg did
not take place due to poor turnout. Dr. Schulte asks for fresh ideas how to increase the number of
participants in Commission meetings. He also makes a request to appoint a new chairman of
Commission 1 as he has already been holding this position for five years. Dr. Schulte promises to
contact members of Commission 1 and the Presidium in the course of work and nominate a new
chairman next year. Prof. Mirnyi asks whether Dr. Schulte has any candidates to replace him. He
cannot name any before other Commission members express their opinions.
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Commission 2 (Prof. Popov, Russia)

A special emphasis has been made on the development of documentation and scientific researches
in the field of rational use and protection of mineral wealth. We have managed to persuade the
Ministry of Natural Resources that the development of norms of losses and depletion for all kinds of
useful minerals is a real problem. For the period of five years, we have worked out scientific
recommendations together with the method of calculation of these indicators for different types of
raw materials and mining conditions. The results of this work compiled in seven volumes have been
discussed at numerous forums. Now it is necessary to bring these results to industrialists and the
countries concerned. It is necessary to conduct joint scientific events in all areas of mining such as
Miner’s Week which is held annually in Moscow. This makes it possible to promote our
achievements, quickly put research results into practice, and establish friendly close links among
colleagues.

Commission 3 (Mr. Benecke, Germany)

Out of more than 35 Commission members only seven ones are active. They respond to my messages
or provide me with some information about the event. But it is difficult to unite them. Probably, it
would be better to conduct joint meetings of the Commissions (Dr. Schulte’s proposal) or to hold
meetings of the Commissions in conjunction with the national conferences (Prof. Jarosz’s proposal).
We collaborated with the Institute of Professor Preusse on a new project with the use of remote
sensing for area monitoring. We conducted a survey of the Commission members, and | will send its
results to the colleagues via email. Next week | will attend a seminar on geographical information
systems in Almaty. He asks the commission members to report on their work.

Commission 5 (Dr. Vrubel, Czech Republic)

The most recent Commission meeting was held in May 2011 in Freiberg (together with Commissions
2, 3,4, 5). The meeting scheduled to be held in September 2012 in Yekaterinburg did not take due to
poor turnout. The next meeting will be in Aachen. Surveyors of Poland, the Czech Republic and
Slovakia will meet in the Czech Republic in October 10-12 during the 19th Congress of the Czech
Surveyors and Geologists. Probably it would be better for Commissions to work within the national
boundaries. For example, the Poles, the Czechs and Slovaks understand each other without
translation, and the distance between the countries is not so great.

Commission 6 (Prof. Yu Changxing, China)

Two events have been held: a symposium with Australia on August 8 (see website) and a forum at
the University of Mining and Technology in China. Two more events will take place next year: they
will be on global climate change (April, Hanoi) and on stable development of mine surveying
(October, Taiwan). There will also be the Committee meeting during the Congress in Aachen.
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County Reports

Australia (Prof. Jarosz)

In Australia, there are two surveying organizations - the Surveying and Spatial Sciences
Institute (200 employees), which holds annual conferences (the most recent one was in May,
in Fremantle, Western Australia), and the Australian Mine Surveyors Association (over 300
members), which holds annual congresses (the most recent was in August in conjunction
with the meeting of Commission 6). At present we are developing surveying standards and
surveying certificates of the national level.

The USA (Prof. Hart)

In the U.S. there is a sponsoring organization for surveyors. Now it is being reorganized, and
we hope that the number of surveyors will increase. It is called the National Surveyors
Association. The national surveyoring certificate is also being developed.

China (Prof. Yu Changxing)

The coal industry statistics reports 6,251 accidents for the period of 10 years, from 2001 to
2010. As a result 18,846 people died. The mortality rate was 30-50 times higher than that of
the USA. Particularly bad years were 2002 when 3,632 people were killed and 2003 when
the number of those killed in accidents amounted to 3,954 people. For 7 years over 10,000
small mining companies poorly equipped and unsafe for miners were closed down. Now, the
state is paying more attention to technology, new equipment and safety of miners. In 2011,
1,922 people were killed. Thus, the downward trend begins to take shape. At the South
African Congress he proposed not to accept organizational help from the companies trying
to benefit by the Mine Surveying Congresses. The President of the XIVth Congress, Mr.
Cawood, said at the opening ceremony that 47% of the reports were from China. The
Congress program changed twice, 6 speakers were left out, and 21 reports from China were
simply lost because of the electronic procedure for reports submission.
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Sweden (Mr. Nystrom)

National conferences are held annually. The most recent one was in May. Scandinavian
surveyors meet once in 3 years. In 2011 their meeting was in Helsinki, in 2014 it is planned to
be held in Sweden. Sweden has 30-40 surveyors and 15-20 surveyors are accredited. Now
mining is on the rise; 2 mineral deposits are being put into operation; surveyors, miners and
workers are badly needed.

The Czech Republic (Dr. Vrubel)

In the Czech Republic, there is only one professional surveying organization — the Czech
Association of Surveyors and Geologists with the optional membership of 156 specialists.
The Czech Republic holds annual Surveyors Congresses. Now it is preparing a regional
meeting of surveyors within the framework of the 19th Czech Mining Congress (participating
countries - the Czech Republic, Poland and Slovakia). In May-July it held the 18th Annual
Exhibition of Minerals and Mining. The Czech mining industry is declining. In 2011,
bituminous coal output amounted to 11.3 million tons, and brown coal mining reduced from
47.7 million tons to 46.9 million tons See the website. The number of graduates from the
University of Ostrava, holders of a Master’s degree, included 65 geodesists and 2 mine
surveyors. Since 2013-14, bachelors will also be trained in Most (the center of brown coal
mining).

Kazakhstan (Prof. Nizametdinov)

Last year the Surveyors Association was established in Kazakhstan. This year, a seminar on
Geoinformatics has been held there. From 18 to 19 September Almaty will host a seminar on
geodesy and mine surveying. Kazakhstan wants to organize advanced training of mine
surveyors. It has created a data base of surveying services of the country’s companies.
Karaganda University trains 500 students specializing in mine surveying and geodesy as well
as 35 students doing a master’s degree. It has made an agreement with Kazakhmys
Corporation to provide 20 holders of a Master’s degree for this company every year.

Russia (Prof. Popov). In Russia there are 4-4.5 thousand surveyors. The rapid development of
metropolitan cities causes the problems connected with protection of buildings from
undermining. Now surveyors have to replace geodesists in underground urban construction
since in Russia only surveyors are allowed to service the underground space. Therefore, the
number of mine surveyors should increase. At present 300-350 surveyors graduate from the
universities every year, and this number is insufficient. Surveyors are trained at 15 higher
educational establishments. For 20 years Russia has been trying to adopt the Bologna
Process model, but since 2011 Russian mining universities have been training only mining
engineers. The second issue is retraining and advanced training of mine surveyors. Each
university retrains specialists in its own region. Today, the main task is the monitoring of the
educational environment.
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The Ukraine (Prof. Mirny)

Donbas annually produces about 40 million tons of coal. Currently about 100 mines and
several open-casts are in operation. The average depth of mining is approximately 700 m,
some mines have the depth of 1600 m. Four universities and 3 technical colleges train
surveyors. Annually the total number of graduates includes 80 engineers, 40 masters and 50
bachelors. The Mine Surveying Department of Donetsk NTU was founded in 1943, and the
first graduates received their diplomas in 1948. An anniversary reunion of 650 university
graduates is expected to take place next year. We have published Mining Ecyclopedic
Dictionary in 3 volumes and Concise Mining Encyclopedia in 3 volumes in the Ukrainian
language.

South Africa (Mr. Livingstone-Blevins)

In South Africa miners are on strike now, so | do not have official statistics on the mining
industry. On October 24, South African Institute of Surveyors will hold a regular meeting and
a conference on the state of surveying in the historical aspect. We also have a shortage of
surveyors.

Germany (Prof. Preusse)

In Germany bituminous coal mining will come to an end in 2018, now coal mining amounts
to 15 million tons per year, only four mines are in operation. Brown coal mining accounts for
1.8 million tons per year (the third place in the world). In ore mining the first place is taken
by copper mining. New sources of energy (methane, etc.) are being developed. See reports
on the website. Today the German Mine Surveyor Association has 480 members. It tries to
attract more young professionals not only surveyors. The University of Aachen follows the
Bologna principles; Freiberg continues to train mining engineers. In Aachen graduates
receive a diploma and a certificate in mine surveying. Both Universities admit 80 people, and
only 10-20 people graduate from them every year.

NATIONAL REPORT OF HUNGARY, 2012

40TH ISM PRESIDIUM MEETING
Yekaterinburg, Russia, September 10-13, 2012

In the frame of the Hungarian National Report the following topics will
be discussed shortly:

1. Training at the Department of Geodesy and Mine Surveying (Faculty of
Earth Science and Engineering, University of Miskolc).

2. Present situation referring to mine surveying/mine surveyors in Hungary.

3. Professional event(s) which can be connected to home mine surveying
and matters of legal regulation.

4. Production of mineral raw materials in 2011.

1. My department works in training structure of the Faculty of Earth Science
and Engineering. At present all the students study in Bologna (BSc, MSc) multi-
cycle linear training system either full time or part time schedule. The training
time is, in general, 3.5 years for BSc students and 2 years for MSc ones. As far
as my Department is concerned our teaching activity (1% term of 2012/2013 and
2" term of 2011/2012) can be seen in Table 1.

The reason to select this location was that the
training of land surveyors has celebrated the 50" anniversary at the High
School of Székesfehérvar this year. At the conference there were about




110 participants, and 16 presentations were delivered. Of course, there
were other professional, traditional and cultural programmes as well.

e XII Forum on Mine Surveying was hold in Budapest on October 23,
2012. There were more than 50 participants. At the forum actual
professional and legal questions were discussed which refer to measuring,
mapping and entrepreneurial activities of chartered mine surveyors in a
circle of the concerned specialists.

e Reviewing of legal regulations referring to mine surveying has been
started again since the second half of 2011.

It relies on the governmental decrees as follows:

10/2010.(111.4)KHEM
about the scale and content of mining maps and

12/2010.(111.4) KHEM
about the chartered mine surveyor.

Their revision is expected. One of the main reasons is that the mineral
resource management has become a task of crucial importance in Hungary
recently since the energy prices are very high. Volume computation of the
exploited material and its accuracy can strongly be connected to the
mining annuity.

As far as the production of various mineral raw materials are concerned,
data of the last two years can be found in Table 2. In connection with solid
mineral raw materials you can see that there was a decrease of nearly 6%
(5.6) in total production. Changes in percentage of each material are involved
in the last column of Table 2. Examining these, a larger increase is
characteristic for peat, clay and other materials, however, production of
coals and construction materials decreased significantly (an average of
15%). A decrease of about 12% can be established in production of crude
oil, natural gas and carbon dioxide. The production of raw materials for a
period of 2004 and 2011 are illustrated in Figures 1 and 2.
